A lot of pas­
sion has been expressed by generations of parents that at­
tended the school and wish to have their children and 
grandchildren continue there. With the back and forth deci­
sions by the district, the community is confused. 

The superintendent's decision is due June 15 and the 
board will vote in July about closures.

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A Crosswalk at Madison and 29th? 

After studying the impact of a crosswalk at 
29th and Madison, Megan Hoyt, the City's cross­
walk guru, recommended that it be sited at the 
intersection as pictured in this illustration. 

The site is difficult because 29th Avenue does 
not line up with itself as it crosses Madison. Al­
though already a legal crosswalk, motorists 
speeding by do not recognize it as such because it 
is not marked. Many people do not understand 
that EVERY intersection is a legal crossing. Mo­
torists frequently do not slow down and it's not 
uncommon for them to hurl uncouth oaths at pe­
destrians trying to cross. 

The business community has long been con­
cerned about the safety of customers crossing the 
street especially with the influx of several shops 
catering to children. 

The issue will be discussed at the upcoming 
Madison Valley Merchant Assoc meeting on 
Wed., June 1st and at the next GMVCC meeting 
on June 15th. 

The Council will be voting on this crosswalk 
installation at the next meeting so please let us 
know your views!

Growing up, Cora's house was filled with singing. The 
family always naturally sang harmony together and all the 
kids participated in the choir at the local Baptist Church. 
Cora took it several steps further by singing in the All City 
Choir, and the Northwest Choir. At the age of 12, she asked 
for piano lessons. The church gave her an old piano and 
she was off --playing, writing songs and singing. 

While in college, Cora married her high school sweet­
heart. The union did not last and she left the marriage after 
a few years. For 14 years, she worked for the IRS. As is 
common to many musicians, Cora's advanced math apti­
tude is second nature and she excelled at her work. In 1985, 
at a disco, she met Ed. He was instantly smitten and within 
months they were married. Ed is an accomplished trom­
bonist and shares her love of music. They moved to the 
Madison Valley house in which he grew up. 

In 1993, Cora was approached by St. Therese's Church 
and offered a job leading what they referred to as their 
"gospel choir". She was becoming well known around Se­
attle for her musical skills. Laughing she sys, "I told them 
that choir they had was no gospel choir. They kept insist­
ing, so I decided to give it three months to see what I could 
do." Those three months turned into five years. 

In addition to directing the choir at St. Therese, Cora 
began to present her original music to them. At first she 
was a bit shy about how they would receive her creations. 
However, the compositions were met with such enthusiasm 
that she was motivated to expand her creative endeavors. 
Musical plays, known as gospel theater, came next, then CD 
recordings. 

In 1998, Cora left St. Therese's and organized her own 
choir. Eventually, she found a rehearsal home for the 
group downtown at the Matt Talbot Center and they per­
form there every second Sunday. "I love to bring the minis­
try of music to the people," she explains. 

Cora's choir is part of her Christian-based performing 
arts troupe STA.N.D. (Song, Theater, AN' Dance), or 
(Shout Triumphantly Announce a New Day). The artists 
perform contemporary dance to original compositions, 
popular gospel music and new arrangements of traditional 
Christian songs. Since 1989, STAND has performed two 
original gospel musicals, The Concert of the Cross and 
Mary Had a Little Lamb. A third, God's Trombones, is in

the works now. Cora wrote the music and lyrics and di­
rected the plays. 

In addition to STAND, Cora and her husband have 
formed Sonojack Records and ND Valle' Music to record and 
publish her music. Her company's CDs feature collabora­
tions with highly regarded performers as well as the STAND 
troupe. Cora has performed at the Port Townsend Blues and 
Jazz Festival, sung the national anthem at Safeco and has a 
perennial berth at the spring Folklife Festival. These are only 
the localhighlights of a career that takes Cora traveling 
throughout the country. For example, she regularly travels 
to Idaho to direct a fledgling performance group. 

When Cora formed STAND Productions and Sonojack, 
her son turned 18 and she felt that she would finally have 
the time to devote herself to music without the responsibili­
ties of parenting. However, this plan was not to be. Cora's 
niece leads a compromised life and has been unable to care 
for her own children. The first two children arrived at her 
doorstep in the late '90s and another soon followed. When 
the fourth child was born Cora felt completely over­
whelmed. That child has been adopted by her close friend 
and STAND collaborator Barbara Lynn. Barbara lives across 
the street so all four siblings are growing up together. 

Although many members of Cora's family have experi­
enced difficulties in life, she has managed to lead a produc­
tive and love-filled existence. "I don't care too much about 
being in control," she offers as an explanation. "Big money 
doesn't hold an attraction to me. I am really an introvert. I 
loved school and reading while growing up so I didn't need 
the popularity of running with the crowd. My mom didn't 
smoke or drink and neither do I." 

Advice? Cora doesn't hesitate. "Find a thing and em­
brace it. For me it's always been God and music". Amen.
