
The Sidewalks of Madison Valley 

Project leader, Andy Goulding was right. Kids ARE 
excited about working with the neighbors of ML King 
School to make sidewalks safer. On Wednesday, October 
6th, students wielding clipboards with pens at the ready, 
noted which areas needed attention. A major volunteer 
clean-up effort will be held on November 6th. The side­
walks along E. Harrison and 32nd Ave E. will be the pri­
mary focus of the clean-up. 

The situations identified by the children included the 
following problems that must be addressed: 

* Branches hanging below 8 ft. (City Ordinance 114355) 
k Vehicles parked on sidewalks 
* Trash cans on sidewalks 
* Hedges, ivy, blackberries overgrowing on sidewalks 
* Leaves, gravel, glass, moss, puddles and trash 
* Broken sidewalks (homeowner responsibility!!) 
* No curb ramps, no sidewalks at all (city will assist) 

* Scary dogs 
It would be helpful if homeowners with these problems 

could address the situations themselves before November 
6th to lessen the work of the volunteers. Expert arborist 
and neighbor Mark Herkert of Madison Park Tree, will 
volunteer to work with tree concerns. Volunteers will iden­
tify themselves to homeowners and ask permission to work 
on the property before beginning. Homeowners, please be 
courteous, cooperative and if able, come on out ~ 

and help them with this wonderful project. C5¥~

On Wednesday, October 13th, the flooded out neighbors 
met for the third time to discuss the situation. Present at 
the meeting was a representative from the City who at­
tempted to address all the concerns. Surprising everyone in 
attendance, she announced that on September 24th the ori­
fices on the underground holding containers had been 
changed and that the risk of further flooding was negligi­
ble. No one in the neighborhood had been notified. The 
neighbors expressed exasperated disappointment that the 
City does not seem to appreciate what a psychological toll 
this flood has taken on the people. 

As part of the solution, the City has decided to purchase 
at least two of the severely damaged houses and refurbish 
them for future resale. Present tenants have been given 
until 12/1 to relocate. The City will reimburse for some 
expenditures but people need to pay up front first. Many 
residents do not have the funds to move or begin recon­
struction. 

The victims requested that the City appoint a case man­
ager to contact each claimant and determine individual 
needs. Further, they requested that the case manager be 
present at the bulletin board site one day/week to address 
concerns and get to know the area and people. 

The GMVCC will review with representatives of the 
victims to determine what intervention from the Council 

would be helpful. ~ 



Housing Density and Commuter Concerns 
The crowded conditions on the #11 bus early on its' 

weekday morning route downtown prompted _ 
this neighbor to express her concern to Metro. CC 
Dear Metro: bus #11 ~ 
I have a question. 
Background: I live on the #11 route. In the past year, a 
number of new condos/ apts have been built along Madison, 
and in the next few months at least 200 new units will be 
completed. Key additions include that huge Safeway com­
plex at Madison and 20th and the Trader joe's complex. 
Also, a bunch of new units are planned for the Deano's site 
at around 23rd. The #11 route is already quite crowded on 
weekday mornings (people standing up), and my fellow 
riders and I don't see that the route can stand much more 
ridership without an increase in service frequency. 

Question: When a large number of housing units are added 
along a particular bus route's alignment, what is Metro's 
typical process for assessing the adequacy of that route's 
service frequency? Specifically, what are Metro's plans for 
addressing the likely increase in riders along Madison?

so she embarked on a series of attempts to improve the 
"look" of the device. After many revisions (and MANY 
months), the design for the product known today as the 
"Jerk-Ease Leash Attachment" was finished. Now came 
the hard part: bringing it to market. 

Vanessa and her father initially envisioned sell­
ing the Jerk-Ease on weekends at dog parks, setting up a 
sort of" glorified lemonade stand." However, after talk­
ing with several experts, they realized that the Jerk-Ease 
was a unique device and possibly eligible for a patent. 
The patent attorney told them that they had" opened a 
new door in the dog world," explained Vanessa laugh­
ing. 

After receiving glowing endorsements for their 
new device from veterinarians, physicians, chiroprac­
tors, professional dog trainers, and pet store owners, 
they worked with the Golden Lasso advertising agency 
to design the packaging and a promotional brochure. 
Finally, they enlisted the support of a manufacturer's 
representative to place the Jerk-Ease in stores.
