Safe Routes to School Project Needs You 
On Saturday, November 6th, volunteers are needed to 

help clear sidewalks of debris and greenery. This clean-up 
will promote access for children walking and biking to 
school as well as for strollers and wheelchairs. 

The American with Disabilities Act requires that access 
routes be maintained. In Seattle, sidewalks are city prop­
erty but the maintenance of them is the responsibility of the 
homeowners. 

The City's ordinance requires that vertical clearance 
(from overhanging trees and bushes) be at least 8 feet. Ad­
ditionally, the sidewalk needs to be clear at least 2 feet 
back from the property line. Cars are NOT to be parked 
on sidewalks. 

Volunteers will approach homeowners to ask permis­
sion to remove encroaching greenery before requesting 
assistance from city officials to enforce the ordinance.

Sidewalk problems such 
a cracks and upheavals of stones will be addressed. 
Look for an announcement of work party dates in this 
issue. Bring your own tools.

The Flooded Valley 

On a terrible evening a few weeks ago, following the 
heavy rain, residents of 30th Avenue East found them­
selves underwater once more. Homes were flooded with 
up to 8 feet of water contaminated with sewage. Every­
thing in contact with this liquid was destroyed. Addition­
ally, the pressure of the water's surge was so great it blew 
out doors and windows. One car was completely sub­
merged in the backyard. 

The city's slow response was uniformly criticized by the 
media and Seattle Public Utilities (SPU) has been most 
apologetic. 

One important difficulty is finding ways to help property 
owners replace all their belongings. The city is obligated to 
assist citizens but can only help with depreciated costs. For 
example, it would be impossible to replace a computer 
which was a few years old. Computers devalue so quickly 
that the depreciated cost would not come near replacement 
costs. Also, some people are not able to afford the dean-up 
costs up front while awaiting the city's reimbursement•• check. SPU is trying to think of creative ways to cope with 

• this dilemma.
